DEPARTURE FROM NEW YORK at 13:30 sharp
from the Edison Hotel. Please be at your departure
point 30 minutes prior to departure. Rooms must be
vacated by 12:00 at all hotels, and all telephone calls
paid at the front desk. The bellman will store your
luggage. There is a fee for this service. The escort will
meet you in the lobby of the Edison Hotel.
EN ROUTE, there will be a 1 hour meal stop
(passenger’s expense), 3 hours after the departure.
In addition, a stop will be made at the Duty Free
Shop if time permits. Passengers are permitted to
purchase a maximum of $700 CDN during their stay
in the U.S. The $700 includes items purchased at the
Duty Free Shop.

DEPARTURE (see details above)
U.S. CUSTOMS: Passengers must remain on the bus
until the customs officer has finished his inspection.
Passengers must ensure that they have the
necessary papers to enter the U.S. such as proof of
citizenship, passports, or Canadian citizenship cards.
Non-Canadian citizens should contact the American
consulate to make sure they have all the necessary
documents.
FOREIGN VISITORS must pay a Visa Waiver fee of
14$US per person at U.S. Customs.
This fee is subject to change without notice.
EN ROUTE, there will be a 45 minutes stop at a
restaurant, 2.5 hours after the bus leaves the border.

FRIDAY

ARRIVAL IN NEW YORK CITY between 07:00 and
08:00. Your escort will give you a briefing about the
city.
AT THE HOTELS: If the bus arrives early, the
bellman will store your luggage. There is a fee for
this service (except at the Hotel Edison). Rooms
are not guaranteed before 16:00 (except for
the Edison where check in is 15:00). Upon
arrival, you must present your hotel voucher at the
front desk in order to obtain your room.
ORIENTATION TOUR (ON FOOT) of the Theatre
District and Times Square. Depart at 9:00 from the
Edison Hotel (approx. 2.5 hours).
OPTIONAL Your Tour Escort will offer you reduced
priced tix to either the Empire State Building  or
Top Of The Rock  observatories - $20 USD / pers.
